1. Rotten	Tomatoes	
Search	by	the	title	of	your	TV	show.	It	should	appear	under	TV	SERIES.

From	a	season	page,	scroll	to	the	bottom	to	see	critic	reviews.	It	will	show	all	critical	reviews	collected	by	Rotten	
Tomatoes.	Click	into	the	“Top	Critics”	to	see	articles	from	major	outlets.	
	

	
	
This	will	take	you	to	a	list	of	reviews	from	top	critics.	I’d	recommend	starting	with	these	articles	first,	and	moving	to	
other	websites	after	that.	
	

	
	
	
	
	
	



	
	
	

2. Metacritic

3. Internet	Movie	Database	(IMDB)	
	
Search	for	your	TV	show	from	the	search	bar.	Note	that	IMDB	dropdown	search	box	will	sort	by	TV	series,	season,	and	
episode.	The	series	page	should	be	the	first	result.	
	

	
	
	



From	the	series	page,	you	can	see	a	link	for	the	critic	reviews	under	Reviews	(below	the	Add	to	Watchlist	button).	Click	
the	critic	link	to	see	a	list	of	reviews.
